BACKGROUND 
 
The Township of Watersmeet currently has a 5-member Board of Trustees that makes the public policy 
decisions and has legislative authority to carry forward these decisions.1 The Township exercises its 
governmental authority through the Board to: 

• Define, decide and direct public policy of the township 
• Set the tax levies and budget, determine revenues, and control expenditures of township funds 
• Appoint officials as directed by statute 
• Legislate and enforce township laws (ordinances) within the township for public health, safety 

and welfare 
• Exercise planning and zoning authority over land uses 
• Determine and operate township programs and services 

 
To address the condition of local roads and to maximize the effectiveness of the roadway millage, the 
Board established the Roads Committee. 
 
The Roads Committee works closely with the Gogebic County Road Commission (GCRC) to identify 
local roads requiring attention and to develop improvement plans and recommendations for the 
Township Board. Selection criteria include existing road condition, safety, traffic volume, and economic 
feasibility.2 The Committee also sets policies for roadway improvements, conducts inspections, 
prioritizes projects, and allocates funding. 
 
Watersmeet Township includes several roadway types, each with a distinct responsible party: 
 State Roads: US-2, US-45 - maintained by MDOT 
 Primary Roads: e.g., Duck Lake Road (CR 539), Thousand Island Lake Road (CR 535) - 

maintained by GCRC 
 Forest Service Roads: e.g., Federal Forest Road 3940, Forest Road 112 - maintained by the U.S. 

Forest Service 
 Private Roads - maintained by property owners 
 Local Roads - shared responsibilities: 

► GCRC handles emergency response and routine maintenance as budgets allow 
► The Township, through the Roads Committee, is responsible for annual maintenance 

and rehabilitation 
 
Historically, higher funding levels allowed for significant construction and paving across the Township. 
Current fiscal constraints require a more strategic, asset-management-based approach. Objective 
criteria—such as safety, traffic volumes, and lifecycle cost analysis—will guide annual project selection to 
ensure limited resources provide the greatest public and long-term benefit.

ROADWAY FUNDING 
Road repair and maintenance funds have a few different sources of funding. A fuel tax charged 
throughout the state of Michigan provides 27.2¢ per gallon sold, some funding comes from a portion of 
vehicle registration fees, and the last component is a tax millage designated to improvements on local 
roads within the Township boundary and repaired under the partnership with Gogebic County Road 
Commission. 
 
The Watersmeet Township Board of Trustees held a special meeting on June 25, 2021, at which they 
approved an increase in property taxes in the amount of ½ mil2 which became effective with the Winter 
2022 tax collection. The Gogebic County Road Commission provides funding for Township roads, 
deemed “County Local” roads on GCRC Act 51 maps (see Appendix A), requiring a 60% match from 
Township funds. All monies not spent in the working year are rolled over to the next year. 
 
Additional funding may also be contributed from PILT3 funds or the Lac Vieux Desert Band of Lake 
Superior Chippewa Indians via Tribal Transportation Program funds received through the Bureau of 
Indian Affairs. Recognition of these funds can be seen throughout the Township.  
 
The annual budget for Local roadways from Watersmeet Township is approximately $124,000. With the 
additional 40% provided by GCRC, the total annual budget is approximately $185,000 per fiscal year. 
Unfortunately, this is not sufficient to meet all the needs of the Watersmeet Township roadways each 
year and projects need to be prioritized.

CONDITION OF THE ROADWAYS 
Current Ratings 
Watersmeet Township has 36.45 miles of paved and 42.24 miles of gravel roadways that are considered 
Local and that they are responsible for. The Local roads have been highlighted in red in the map below. 
GCRC includes all these roads in their road rating process which is completed on a 3-year cycle. Paved 
roads are rated using the Pavement 
and Surface Evaluation and Rating 
(PASER) system, while gravel roads 
are rated using the Inventory-Based 
Rating (IBR) system. Both systems are 
a visual assessment system using a 
scale of 1-10 to evaluate several 
different key elements of the road 
and determine the overall condition. 
These ratings are then used to 
prioritize projects. During the last 
rating cycle, nearly half of the 
Township’s Local roads were deemed 
to be in poor condition. GCRC’s 
latest PASER Rating and IBR Reports 
can be found in Appendix B. 
 
As part of this plan, the road subbase and drainage were also evaluated as Good, Fair, or Poor. The 
subbase serves as the foundation for the roadway. It is a layer of aggregate material, such as crushed 
stone or gravel, placed under the pavement to provide support and stability. The drainage reviewed 
consisted of surface systems to draw excess water away from the pavement such as the road’s slope, 
shoulders, ditches, and gutters. Standing water on the road’s surface or water trapped beneath the 
road’s surface can lead to structural damage to the pavement and shorter road lifespans. Within the 
more populated area of Watersmeet, the subbases were mostly in good condition meaning that the 
structure of the road was good, but the drainage was poor which can lead to subbase degradation and 
poor surface quality. In the more rural areas both subbase and drainage appeared to be in fair condition. 

 
Progress Made 
In the past, ample funding enabled extensive road construction and paving across the Township. 
However, current financial constraints make ongoing maintenance challenging. To address this, the 
Roadway Committee concentrates on critical factors to effectively prioritize annual improvement 
projects. In recent years the following projects have been appointed by the Committee and completed 
with the partnership of GCRC: 
 

2023 Projects 
Dinner Lake Road 
Eagle Drive (Gravel Portion) 
Otter Lane (Gravel Portion) 
Sylvan Isle Drive (from Channel Drive to End) 
 
2024 Projects 
Sylvan Isle Drive (from Eagle Drive to Channel Drive) 
Fish Hawk Road Ditching 

 



 
 
Moving Forward 
Rather than waiting for roads to fail and replacing those in the poorest condition, the Roads Committee 
has adopted a preventive maintenance approach. This program focuses on extending the life of roads in 
good or fair condition while managing those in poor condition. Rising maintenance costs make proactive 
measures essential to preserve pavement and reduce long-term expenses. Addressing minor issues early 
is far more cost-effective than allowing deterioration to reach the point of full reconstruction. 
 
To support this approach, the Township will initiate a crack sealing program. Crack sealing involves 
filling cracks and joints with asphaltic materials to prevent water infiltration into the pavement and 
subbase, thereby slowing deterioration. Implementing this program can extend pavement life by an 
estimated 3 to 5 years. Additionally, roads with fair or good conditions (PASER 5-10) should be 
considered for further preventative measures such as chip sealing, fog sealing, and asphalt overlays to 
prevent them from deteriorating to poor condition (PASER 1-4). 
 
When a roadway is classified as being in poor condition (PASER 1–4) and requires major reconstruction, 
funding may need to be accumulated over several years to complete the work. Reconstruction should 
address both surface and subsurface drainage, as well as subbase deficiencies, to ensure long-term 
pavement durability. Once the project is finished, the roadway should be added to the crack sealing 
program within two to three years to maintain its condition. 
 
Due to the high costs of asphalt paving, roads with low traffic volumes and poor PASER ratings may be 
converted back to gravel depending on construction costs and available funding. Research has shown 
that gravel roads carrying fewer than 200 vehicles per day (VPD) are safer than paved roads with the 
same traffic volume. For safety and cost efficiency, all local roads with traffic below 200 VPD are to be 
considered for conversion to gravel. 
 
Whenever possible, projects should be grouped by geographic proximity. Combining nearby roads into 
a single project significantly reduces indirect costs, such as equipment mobilization and crew travel time. 
This approach also allows for bulk purchasing of materials, which can lower unit costs and improve 
overall budget efficiency. Additionally, grouping projects minimizes disruptions to residents by 
consolidating construction activities into a shorter timeframe and improves scheduling flexibility for 
contractors. By leveraging these efficiencies, the Township can maximize the impact of limited funds 
while accelerating progress on priority road improvements.

Birch Lake Road had 6-inches of gravel added to its surface during the process of creating this plan and 
is part of the 2026 fiscal year. 
 
The following treatments have been determined to be the most effective measures to be implemented 
over the next five years: 

Crack Seal - The crack or joint is cleaned, and an over-band layer of rubberized asphalt is 
placed to fill the void. This can extend the life of the pavement by 3-5 years. 

Crush & Shape – The existing pavement and base are pulverized and mixed to create the 
new base, and the surface is reshaped to correct drainage or profile deficiencies. 
After the surface is properly graded, a new layer of pavement is applied. 

Add 6” Gravel – Gravel is placed in a 6-inch layer over the existing roadway and shaped for 
drainage. This treatment can be placed over paved or gravel roads and can be 
done in preparation for paving in the future.

APPENDIX A  
Watersmeet Township Mileage Maps 
 
Public Act 51 of 1951, as amended governs the created Michigan Transportation Fund (MTF) into which 
specific transportation taxes are deposited, prescribes how these revenues are to be distributed and the 
purposes for which they can be spent. (State of Michigan, 2025) The mileage certification maps are 
submitted annually to the Michigan Department of Transportation as required by Act 51 to certify the 
mileages of roads under the jurisdiction of each local agency for use in the distribution of the Michigan 
Transportation Fund.  
 
Included in this appendix is the Watersmeet Township portion of the Gogebic County Road 
Commission’s Act 51 Mileage Certification Maps.

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APPENDIX B 
Gogebic County Road Commission Rating Reports 
 
For paved roads, the Gogebic County Road Commission (GCRC) applies the Pavement Surface 
Evaluation and Rating (PASER) system. This system uses a 1-to-10 scale to assess roadway conditions, 
categorizing them as Good (ratings 8–10), Fair (ratings 5–7), or Poor (ratings 1–4). Primary paved roads 
are inspected annually, while local paved roads undergo evaluation every two to three years. 
 
Because the surface of unpaved roads can change rapidly due to factors like weather and traffic, they are 
evaluated using the Inventory-Based Rating (IBR) system. This method focuses on relatively stable 
features—such as surface width, drainage, and structural integrity—that influence the road’s usability. 
 
The most recent rating report for each system is included in this appendix.
